• We ask that, in consideration of other residents in the area, noise be kept to 

a minimum after 10:30 pm. 

• Please be advised that off-road vehicles are not permitted to be used on the 

property; it is an offence to run them within 5oo metres of a dwelling. 

 

Cleaning: 

• There is no rubbish collection; please empty the fridge and freezer of all 

remaining food prior to cleaning them on checkout. 

• Please remove all rubbish; this includes any waste from where you may have 

been cleaning fish. 

• Mattress covers must be left on beds. If they have been washed, please 

ensure they are left ready to be replaced on mattresses. 

• Cleaning of the camp is your responsibility. Please leave the site neat and 

clean on checkout. You will be billed if we have to get cleaners in.
