Camp rules:
Please ensure the camp is kept in good shape:
. No dogs are allowed inside any of the buildings.
. No illicit drugs or alcohol are to be consumed on-site.
. Smoking is not permitted within the buildings.
. We ask that, in consideration of others, noise be kept to a minimum after 10:30 pm.

o Please be advised that off-road vehicles are not permitted to be used on the property; it
is an offence to run them within 500 metres of a dwelling.

On arrival the power board will need to be switched on. It is located on the wall in the main lounge
area. Please remember we are on tank water and use a septic system.

What is provided for your use

Bunk beds with mattresses. Limited mattress protectors.

Large kitchen area. Two full-size ovens.
Two fridge/freezers. One microwave
Saucepans and baking trays. Cutlery and crockery.
Filtered drinking water. Instant hot water.

Trestle tables and chairs. Gas BBQ — own gas bottle required.
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Shower and toilet block. Laundry room/washing machine.

Please bring all linen, mattress protectors, bedding, towels, tea towels, kitchen supplies, cleaning
products and all toiletry items. A vacuum cleaner, mop and broom are provided.



Cleaning:

o The camp is not serviced. It is self-catering. Please leave the site neat and clean for the
next guests. A cleaning fee is payable if the camp is left untidy.

o There is no rubbish collection; please remove all rubbish when you leave. This includes
any waste from where you may have been cleaning fish.

. Please empty the fridge and freezer of all remaining food prior to cleaning them on
checkout. It is your responsibility to keep the area clean.

o Additional mattress covers are stored in a box in the main dormitory. If used, please
ensure they are washed and dried and left ready to be replaced on mattresses.

Please leave the camp clean and tidy.

Tidy the cabins and vacuum.

Remove contents of fridge and freezer, wipe out, leaving doors ajar.
Clean the kitchen sink and benches and mop the floor.

Clean toilet and shower areas, leaving toilet seat lids down.

Clean and sweep laundry area.

Check that all furniture has been put inside.

Check the grounds are clean and remove all rubbish when you go.
Check you have all your belongings packed and nothing is left behind.
Ensure all doors and windows are locked and secured.

Turn off the main power switch on the circuit board.

Replace the chain over the entrance.
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Return the key.
